Minutes from May 5, 2021 meeting

1. Guest speaker: Sreedevi Sripathy, WHYY
ssripathy@whyy.org
WHYY is interested in original content from PYMC members. They will consider a variety of lengths. Could be 8-10 minutes or one hour run time. They will consider content to run in between shows, interstitials of 60 seconds to two minutes; or perhaps 8-10 minutes.  
If you think you have appropriate content, send Sreedevi an email and a link to the content. 
For example, WHYY is currently working with Big Picture Alliance to air some of their content as interstitials. 
They pay a modest licensing fee to the makers (copyright holder).
Content is accepted from students, nonstudents, any age.
FYI, content airing on WHYY qualifies the maker to submit to regional Emmy awards. 
This is for content on WHYY Philadelphia, not for national PBS distribution. PBS national content would only be for one-hour or longer content. 

2. Independent film
Another place to potentially share content and share independent film is The Good Pitch. https://goodpitch.org/ Website states, “We bring together documentary filmmakers with leading change makers around urgent social issues to forge new coalitions that are good for the films and good for society.”. 
Aleks said The Good Pitch could be a model for PYMC to create a youth version. 
Perhaps our next guest speaker could be from that group.
Philly is holding a local Good Pitch Philadelphia on July 27. https://goodpitch.org/event/gplph21/ 
Ariel also shared that PhillyCam is bringing back the independent film series Philadelphia Stories. 

3. Grant proposal to support PYMC
Last month, Nuala invited PYMC to work on a grant proposal to Independence Public Media Foundation. Lisa, Stormy, Aleks and Ariel have offered to work on the grant proposal to support the work of the PYMC. A short proposal must be submitted by end of May. 
Our grant must focus on PYM’s work directly and not overlap with any other grantees (especially Youth Set the Stage)
IPMF is running a grant workshop for their grantees. Perhaps a few of their grantees could share what they’ve learned at this workshop next month at our meeting.

ACTION: Lisa, Stormy, Aleks and Ariel will meet to draft proposal to IPMF. 

4. PYMC and YSTS
Discussion about the differences between these two groups. Youth Set the Stage (YSTS) focuses on youth voice, youth performance and youth generated content. PYMC focuses on the leadership, programming, professional development, and administrative side of youth media organizations. YSTS was originally the “Mashed Media” youth-led effort that was part of the original PYMC. Is there a good reason to bring these two efforts back together-- while still making sure YSTS has independent decision-making abilities? No changes or recommendations yet. This discussion will continue. 

5. Membership Survey
We received 16 responses to the member survey. Most current members shared information.  A few highlights below.

Q: Does your organization have a page on the PYMC website? 50% of respondents said ‘no’ and 12.5% were not sure. We are going to reach out to each of those organizations to make sure their information is added to the PYMC website. 

Q: Does the mission of the PYMC have value for you and/or your organization? 100% stated ‘yes’. 

Q: Best time for our monthly meetings? 
Almost 70% noted 1pm-3pm as the best time. 50% stated ‘before 10am’. Therefore, we are going to shift the meeting time to 1pm for a few months and see if this increases attendance. 

Q: Topics you would like to discuss during PYMC meetings?
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ACTIONS: Shift meeting time to 1pm for a few months to see if this increases attendance. Seek speakers aligned with highest rated topics. Contact organizations individually to make sure their information and logo is on the PYMC website.
